Prayer of the Faithful:
Lord hear us, Response: Lord graciously hear us

Liturgy of the Eucharist:

Celebrant:
Blessed are you, Lord God of all creation, for through your goodness we have received the bread we offer
you: fruit of the earth and work of human hands, it will become for us the bread of life.
Response: Blessed be God for ever.

Celebrant:
Blessed are you, Lord God of all creation, for through your goodness we have received the wine we offer
you: fruit of the vine and work of human hands, it will become our spiritual drink.
Response:Blessed be God for ever.

Celebrant:
Pray, brothers and sisters , that my sacrifice and yours may be acceptable to God, the almighty Father.
Response: May the Lord accept the sacrifice at your hands for the praise and glory of his name,
for our good and the good of all his holy Church.

Then the Priest, with hands extended, says the Prayer over the Offerings, at the end of which the people
acclaim: Amen.

THE EUCHARISTIC PRAYER
Celebrant: The Lord be with you.
Response: And with your spirit.
Celebrant: Lift up your hearts.
Response: We lift them up to the Lord.
Celebrant: Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
Response: It is right and just.

The Priest, with hands extended, continues the Preface. At the end of the Preface he joins his
hands and concludes the Preface with the people, singing or saying aloud:

Response:
Holy, Holy, Holy Lord God of hosts. Heaven and earth are full of your glory. Hosanna in the
highest. Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the highest.
